As the Debuses track the simultaneous evolution of scientific discoveries and corresponding paleoart aesthetics, they discuss such milestones as the paleo-fantasies of British artist John Martin (1789-1854), whose romantic scenic restorations tend toward the cataclysmic, and the evocative panoramas of Charles R. Knight, the most popular of American paleoartists and a master at maintaining "theoretical correctness" while evoking tremendous drama. The need to balance imagination with scientific exactitude is the genre's great challenge, whether the artist is working with paint, sculpting media, or the latest in cyber-imagining, and paleoimagery succeeds to the degree that it simultaneously educates and delights, goals felicitously achieved here.”

“Twelve essays by British paleontologists-each more colorful, humorous, or exciting than the one before. Their work draws these men and women to places such as India, China, Latvia, Yemen, the Sahara, and the Antarctic. They are shot at in Sierra Leone, undergo rabies treatments in Pakistan, and have their work interrupted by police when a recently buried body is dug up instead of a Neandertal in the caves of Gibraltar. The essayists give enough details of their quests to explain their presence in these places and keep science buffs entertained, while communicating their fascination with their work. Readers see them camping in the wilderness, making friends with people from other cultures, undergoing the rigors of travel in remote areas, and dealing with emergencies of many kinds. Extension Ideas:


Most of the websites listed in this Dinosaur Pathfinder have many extra links attached.  I would encourage my students to review some of these links for more information to be used in a number of classes – science, naturally, with the various species to be explored; history, of course, with the dinosaur timelines and what other things were going on in the world at that time; art with the variety of dinosaur types that could be depicted by an artist; and literature to explore the writings of different paleontologists, their explorations and their findings.  With a creative student (and teacher), the possibilities are endless!
Conclusion:


Although I selected the majority of the materials of this Dinosaur Pathfinder for the older, high school student, I believe there are items for students of all ages in their search of dinosaur information.  The amount of information presented in truly enormous for both the teacher and student to select materials from.  The databases listed allow for more technical research, the CD’s/videos allow for visual depictions of animals of long ago, the museums listed provide for exciting places for families to visit and explore, and the books should interest those who want to delve ever more deeply into the world of paleontologists and their prey – dinosaurs.
